As an Improver:

• In addition to ten Thursday evening lessons, you get six months of membership.

• Thursday evenings are set aside for your play.

• You may play on Wednesday club nights from 6-7pm subject to being able to maintain a rally and serve the ball into court more often than not.  We will have a co—coordinator there to meet and arrange you into games.  lf you are more able, you are welcome to stay for the rest of the evening and join in with the other club players.

• You may play at the First Saturday Tournaments (subject to same conditions as Club Night) which are of similar standard to Wednesday evening.

• We expect you to familiarize yourself with the etiquette of play. (e.g. not walking behind courts when others are playing.)

• We encourage you to book courts and practice against each other as much as you can.  Booking sheets on notice board by bar.
• You may use the balls in the bin in the club house, but please return them there after use.  Never leave balls lying about on the courts.
• You are very welcome to use the bar (when it is open, of course!).

• You can use the floodlights when necessary at no extra cost.

For those of you who progress quickly, you will be:

• Invited to play on Ladies and Men’s nights. (Mondays and Tuesdays) but PLEASE NOTE you cannot play in any Avon Leagues until you are a Full Member

As your membership comes to an end and if you have reached the required standard we hope you will join the club for the remainder of the club year for £70 and continue your tennis. If you would like more coaching speak to Kerris.  

For those whose standard of play is not yet that of a Full Member, you may be able to join the next (or another) lmprovers course starting in September – speak to Kerris or a committee member.  Kerris will of course also be available for more coaching.
If you would like a key to access the courts please contact lan Dunn. They are available for a £20 deposit which will be returned to you if you return the key within 28 days of your membership ending.  If you do not return the key your deposit will be used for the general benefit of club members e.g. equipment for juniors.
Please do not:

• Invite visitors who are not members

• Wear inappropriate footwear that may mark our courts

Please do:

• Secure the club properly if you are the last to leave (all lights off, all doors shut and locked, the alarm set, and the front gate closed firmly).

• Remember the club is run by its members for its members of which you are now one.

• Use the facilities to play and enjoy your tennis.
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
